MEDICATIONS

All campers must bring all their medications to camp, including
prescription medications and over-the-counter medications (i.e.
vitamins, skin creams, diet supplements, etc.).

If your child requires other medical supplies, such as catheters or

ostomy supplies, feeding supplies, diabetes supplies, etc., please
provide those items as well. First aid supplies will be provided.

Medications should arrive at camp in the following manner:

¢ In the original container

e Properly labeled with the name of camper, current dosage and recent date

e One additional day’s medication for the scheduled session
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
